• Brookhaven at SAS 99  - Useful discussion but not conducive to get work done
• Grenoble May 2001 – “Aid”  “Action”.  Import of other issues discussed.
• RAL May 2004 – Significantly expand beyond format and software.
• NIST Oct 2007 – Working Groups created to achieve “action”
• Oxford - SAS 2009 – Afternoon session presentations and discussion
• Uppsala July 2012 – Small working meeting – significant progress on “action”
• (Discussion at lunch of SAS 2012 in Sydney)
• Tokai April 2015 – GISAS, NXcanSAS and agree to regular triennial meetings
• (Discussion at lunch at SAS 2015 in Berlin)
• Berkeley, June 5-7, 2017. “legacy” code repo and discuss database needs
• Traverse City – SAS 2018- Sunday all day session presentations and discussion
• Freising, July 8-10 2019 – discussed going to biennial meetings
• The Pandemic happened ( one virtual WG meeting)
• Campenas - SAS2022 – split (morn + evening) discussion hybrid session.

Formats, Reproducibility and Reliability and Information and 
Dissemination)

Working groups (WG) do the actual work (it is in the name)
• New ones can be formed and obsolete ones sunseted

canSAS provide the forum to connect people wishing to address 
community issues

• canSAS meetings should be participatory
• Don’t be shy to share issues or ideas for the community
• Volunteer to contribute to those areas you see as important
