• Never worked well so mostly unused. Essentially dead now?
• Mostly lost original lists and names
• SESANS using jicsmail but that is for UK academics

Mailing lists options under consideration

• Now that groups have evolved can we use them?
• Move to hosted mailman server – cost may be an issue?
• Roll our own again using mailman3 – may not be as bad as before?
• Free, unbranded services (e.g. mailchimp) unsatisfactory (ORSO exp)?
